Morocco’s updated NDC increased the country’s mitigation commitments, setting a new target 
of 45.5% by 2030, with an unconditional contribution of 18.3%. The country’s energy efficiency 
strategy aims to contribute to the implementation of the NDC through 20% savings on the 
Country’s energy consumption by 2030.

In the Moroccan and African context, energy services play a key role in achieving energy 
efficiency objectives and in facilitating climate action. Energy services respond to the main 
challenges facing African countries today (continental access to energy, energy supply, meet 
energy demand).
